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Purpose:
The purpose of this policy is to establish clear standards for the delivery of dust control services on municipal roads, including eligibility, procedures, and cost responsibilities.  While various dust control products are available, the municipality has historically used calcium chloride (“Calcium”) and may continue to do so unless operational needs change.   


Scope: 
This policy applies to:
· All municipal gravel roads within the Municipality of Killarney – Turtle Mountain;
· Dust control requests received from private residents;
· Municipal staff and contractors delivering the dust control program.


Definitions:

Dust Control:  Application of an approved dust suppression product to gravel roads to reduce airborne dust, improve visibility, and enhance safety and quality of life.  

Calcium Chloride (Calcium):  The Municipality’s standard dust control product used for dust suppression.

Grandfathered Sites:  Specific locations that have received dust control on an ongoing basis due to operational need, traffic volumes, or community benefit, and are funded by the municipality.

Applicant:  A private resident or landowner requesting dust control adjacent to their property. 








Eligibility for Dust Control:

The Municipality funds dust control at the following pre-approved locations due to high traffic volumes, safety considerations, or public benefit;

Resident – Requested Dust Control (User Pay)

Residents may request dust control at their property frontage.  These requests:
· Are 100% paid by the applicant
· Are subject to approval by the Public Works Manager



Application Process:

For Municipal/ Grandfathered Sites
1. Public Works Foreman prepares a seasonal list of all required dust control locations.
2. Roads are graded and gravelled as necessary in advance of dust suppressant being applied.  
3. Dust control is applied during the Municipality’s annual program in late spring or early summer.

For Resident-Requested Sites
1. Public notice will be posted annually with deadline to apply.
2. Applicants must submit a request prior to the deadline.
3. Municipality will ensure that all information is obtained in order to be able to issue and invoice for the material and application.  
4. Applicants must have sites marked with stakes prior to the contractor arrival.
5. Dust control shall be applied only by the Municipaity’s authorized contractor.
6. Public works will grade the roadway before application when needed, and on an as needed basis.


Restrictions:

Dust control will not be applied:
· On roads scheduled for reconstruction
· During unsuitable weather
· When road conditions prevent proper bonding
· Outside the annual maintenance program window.  


The municipality is not responsible for product performance variations caused by weather or traffic.  
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
